What is recycled water?

What can I use recycled water for?
Recycled water is treated to a high standard and has many safe uses. 
By using recycled water for some jobs, we are saving drinking water.

The purple tap is used for  
recycled water. Some purple pipes  
are underground and you may not  
be able to see them. If you look for  

a purple water meter you will  
know you are using recycled 

water in your home.

If I see a purple tap, I know  
it is for recycled water.

Find the purple tap in your community.

Recycled water is water that has been used before  
in bathrooms, kitchens and other places.
