Sydney Water is delivering a transformative investment in our city to ensure our water, wastewater and
stormwater systems meet the needs of our customers now and in the future.

Our infrastructure delivery is timed to support the NSW Government’s growth ambitions and is aligned with
housing supply policy. New infrastructure, amplifications and upgrades will ensure the resilience and reliability
of our water supply for generations to come.

The expansive program of work is being delivered across Greater Sydney, including the Blue Mountains and the
lllawarra. A significant number of projects are currently in planning, while many are in delivery or have been
completed.

Benefits for our customers
West Camden Water Recycling Plant is currently '
operating at full capacity and is being upgraded and communities
to service growth in the catchment as well as
maintain compliance with the Environmental
Protection Licence into the future.

The upgrade will double the treatment capacity
of the plant and ensure sufficient capacity

to service up to 72,000 new dwellings in the
catchment by 2046. In the short term, the plant
will also cater for temporary flows being received
from the South West Growth Area until the Upper
South Creek Advanced Water Recycling Centre is
operational in 2026.

The new technology, including four membrane
bio-reactors, requires less space, minimises

environmental flows, improving the health of
our natural waterways including Matahill Creek.
